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Community Grant Recipients for 2007-2008 
 

Each year, the Junior League of St. Louis (JLSL) provides community grants to 
St. Louis-based organizations that share a similar mission as the JLSL.  The 
recipients for the Community Grant program were awarded at the May 2008 
JLSL Annual Membership meeting.  Below each organization is listed with the 
amounts granted, along with how their grant will be used as indicated in their 
grant application.   
 
During 2007-2008, the Research, Development & Evaluation Committee 
granted a total of $3000 to four organizations.  
 
 
 
 
 
 

City Academy received $1,000.  The grant will be used to fund 
the Leadership Program, which enables students to  
develop the skills they need to learn how to make a substantive 
contribution to a conversation and to practice proper etiquette. 

Variety Children’s Choir received $1,000.  The Children's  
Chorus, which started as a promotional effort for Variety, has 
evolved into a development program for 28 children who are 
served by Variety.  In December 2008, the chorus has been 
invited to sing at the White House.  The grant will help fund the 
cost of the trip. 

AmeriCorps St. Louis received $500.  The grant will be used  
to purchase books from First Book at a discounted rate.      
AmeriCorps would not only use these books while mentoring/
tutoring students, but provide access to the library.  Books will 
also be handed out to students as awards during the       
Champion Ceremony at the end of the school year. 

Southside Day Nursery (SSDN) received $500.  SSDN will be 
using their grant to include software programs in four         
preschool classrooms.  They will provide computer  
instructions with the latest in age-appropriate, educational 
software programs and bi-lingual software. 



CURRENT PROGRAMS, COLLABORATIONS, CO-SPONSORSHIPS 
 
DIAD/Mini-Projects 

This JLSL committee offers a variety of short term, hands-on volunteer opportunities 
in the community.  Opportunities can include running larger Mini-Projects such as 
Glass Slipper and Kids in the Kitchen.  The committee also helps plan and  
participate in special events at other area non-profit organizations, including Food 
Outreach, the Red Cross, the Ronald McDonald House, St Louis ARC (Association 
for Retarded Citizens), Angel Arms, Boys and Girls Town of Missouri, St. Patrick's 
Center and Circle of Concern.  The committee works with area organizations to  
provide flexible volunteer opportunities for the League members.  Committee  
members will have the opportunity to take the lead on a community project from 
start to finish.  
 

League Larks/Nightingales 
   The JLSL choral groups provide a hands-on opportunity that offers music therapy 

stimulation and an audience participation experience to nursing home residents,  
   retirement centers, adult day care, and rehabilitation facilities throughout the St.   

Louis area.  Both groups have been actively entertaining St. Louis’ elderly  
   population for over 30 years, with many dedicated and talented songstresses     

participating in this ongoing musical effort!   The Junior League Larks is the oldest 
community program committee in the Junior League, this group of 30 women under 
the direction of St. Louis music legend Nance St. James, meets every Wednesday 
morning for a rehearsal and performance.  The music they offer comes at no charge 
to the facilities they visit, often going to places that have little or no money for  

   entertainment.  The hands-on voluntarism offers rewards to the Larks as well as  
   many of the members that have remained in the group for years.   
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St. Louis Family Theatre Series 
Celebrating its 20th year in the community, this program introduces over 33,000 St. 
Louis area school children and their families to live theatre annually.  Over the years 
the St. Louis Family Theatre Series’ (SLFTS) performances have entertained almost 
a half million young people.  The SLFTS began in 1986 as a Junior League of St. 
Louis (JLSL) priority group, then called Audience of the Arts.  Because it had made 
such a significant contribution to the community by touching the lives of so many 
children, it was made a JLSL perpetual project in 1989, on JLSL’s 75th anniversary.   
 
JLSL volunteers working with SLFTS have several unique training opportunities 
which include serving as a docent in the classroom or as an usher at the theater.  
Many local schools plan field trips to see performances each year.  In preparation 
for the “theater experience”, a docent will visit each classroom and talk about what 
to expect at the theater and during the performance.  The children can ask  
questions since for many of them this is the first time they will experience “live  
theater”. 
 
As an usher, volunteers assist the young theater-goers from the minute they walk in 
the door, ensuring that their theatrical experience is enjoyable and memorable.   
 
This past season, the JLSL celebrated their 20-year partnership with SLFTS by 
planning several activities around one performance.  A Done-in-a Day  (DIAD)  
project was organized by the fall New Member class to mark this milestone in JLSL 
history.  The project included inviting the community to a special showing of the  
Velveteen Rabbit.  After the performance, those in attendance made puppets, had 
programs autographed, photos taken with the cast and participated in various art 
projects.   
 
The JLSL looks forward to our continued involvement with The St. Louis Family 
Theatre Series and invites you to join us for this amazing theatrical experience.   
    

State Legislative Issues Committee (SLIC) 
Researches public issues, determines JLSL advocacy efforts, and provides  
advocacy training to JLSL members.  Researches, collaborates, and advocates for 
legislation representing the three Junior Leagues of Missouri.  Lobby Day is open to 
all League members. 
 

V.O.I.C.E.S. 
This program is aimed at mentoring and training young women to become  
community volunteers.  The program for sixth grade girls is held monthly at  
Brentwood Middle School.  The girls are trained to be leaders and each month there 
is a volunteer activity done.
